We are writing in response to your letter dated December 29, 2009 (a copy of which 
is enclosed) which states the Secretary of the Senate’s intention to close Anna 
Burger’s file regarding her status as a potentially unregistered lobbyist for the Service 
Employees International Union (SEIU).  
 
The decision to close Ms. Burger’s file appears to be based on a letter you received 
from SEIU, as you wrote, “the response [from SEIU] stated that Ms. Burger has not 
spent 20% or more of her time on lobbying activities in either 2008 or 2009.”  
 
We are formally requesting any correspondence between your office, Ms. Burger or 
the SEIU and/or any other entities in relation to this matter. Further, we are 
requesting any documentation or evidence provided to you by Ms. Burger, the SEIU 
or any third-parties which indicates Ms. Burger is not in violation of the 20 percent 
threshold.
